· Ok/all right

· That’s fine with me

· That’s a good idea

· Let’s do it

· It’s a deal

· Ok. Why not?

Disagreeing with suggestions:

· Well, I don’t know. How about ….?

· I have another idea. Why don’t we …?

· I don’t think so.

A: I traded a two-year-old television worth $300 for a three-year-old computer worth $350.
B: That's a pretty good deal.
C: Well, I paid an arm and a leg for a TV.
