0  John bought new shoes ,  and he wore them   to    a   party
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The present progressive tense

0    Jake  is  washing the car  ,   so   he   is  getting  wet 
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0    She was watching TV  ,   and  her mother was cooking
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The past progressive tense



The present perfect tense

0  We have never been to Vietnam ,  but we have visited Japan
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The past perfect tense

0  Mary had finished her homework  ,  so she went to bed early.
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0    He love animal  ,   yet he hates cat.
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Either he  is  ill  ,   or   he  has forgotten the appointment
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
