The thieves steal personal information-such as a person's name, address, driver's license, or passport number-and use it to open bank or credit card accounts in the name of the victim, the person harmed. Victims often find out about the theft when they start getting bills for things they didn't buy.

In this simulation about the effects of tourism, you will talk about a controversial proposal to build a hotel in a rainforest. You will need to negotiate your  ideas and reach a compromise.  Try  to  use the vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation , and language for making suggestions that you learned in the unit. 
Read the situation about a company that wants to build a hotel. Then complete the activity.
Royal Hotel wants to build a large 300-room resort hotel on Coral Beach, a quiet beach next to a small fishing village. Coral Beach only ha a few tourist now, but the company has studied the area and thinks it can be a popular tourist attraction. Tourists can:
· enjoy the beautiful beaches
· visit the local fishing village
·  explore the nearby rainforest
The proposal is controversial. In order to build the resort, Royal Hotel would need to build a road through the rainforest. The rainforest is a protected area that is managed by Landwatch, an environmental group. Landwatch is worried about the impact the hotel will have on the environment and wildlife. In addition, local residents in the fishing village are worried about the negative impact on their way of life.
Step 1: Work in three groups. Group A takes the point of view of representative of Roya l Hotels, Group B takes the point of view of the Land watch group, and Group C takes the  point of view of  the local villagers. Read your group's position below and on page 90. Do not read other groups' positions. Talk about the positive and negative impacts of the hotel. Take notes.
Group A: Royal Hotels
Your group represent  the needs and wants of tourists visiting the area.
· In order to build the hotel, Royal Hotel need permission from Landwatch to build a road through the rainforest.
· The hotel needs worker in the hotel (restaurants, hop, etc.) and to run tourist services such as area and fishing tour.
· In a hotel survey, tourists said they want to:
· visit natural areas like the ocean and the jungle, and see wildlife
· go to nice, clean beaches
· eat at good restaurants
· see life in a traditional fishing village
· go sport fishing
· Royal Hotels is willing to spend one million dollars to preserve natural areas and/or help the fishing village.
Group B: Landwatch
Your group represents the needs of the environment: the protection of the animals, sea life, plants, land, water, and air.
· Because the population is small, the area has very little pollution.
· Some villagers make money by hunting wild animals in the rainforest and selling them to restaurants in other cities. Landwatch wants to preserve the wildlife. It wants local to stop hunting the animals, but the locals need the extra money.
· The fishermen have taken too many fish from the ocean. Landwatch wants them to catch fewer fish and let the fish population grow again.
· Landwatch needs money to continue it rainforest research and to teach the locals how to preserve the environment.
Group C: Locals
Your group represent the needs of local resident.
· People in the village Jive a traditional way of life. The culture is based on their lives as fishermen, with many rituals, crafts, and customs. Some people are afraid these traditions will be lo t if the village changes.
· The fishermen use the Coral Beach to bring in their fishing boats.
· There is a high unemployment rate in the village. There are fewer fish in the ocean now, so there is less work for the fishermen. There are not many other job for people in the village.
· The village is not well developed. It needs better roads and utilities (water, electricity, phones). The nearest hospital is a three-hour drive, and most villagers don't have car. There is a small school, but it needs more teachers and supplies (textbooks, paper, pencils, etc.).
· Some villagers earn extra money by hunting wild animals in the rain forest and selling them to restaurants in the city. Landwatch is trying to stop people from doing this, but the locals need the extra money.

Step 2: Form new groups of three, one student from Group A, one from Group B, and one from Group C. Each student explains the point of view of the group he or she is representing, (for example, "I represent Royal Hotels and we think ... "). Work together to find a compromise proposal. Take notes in the chart.
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Step 3: Present the compromise proposals to the whole class.

ACTIVITY D: PRODUCTION – DEBATE
In this activity, you will debate a topic related to punishment.  In a debate, two teams discuss different sides of the same topic. One team is pro (for) a position on the topic. The other team is con  (against)  the  position.  Try to use the vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and language for expressing confidence that you learned in the unit.
Work in two teams. Follow the steps. (If you have a large class, you may divide into groups and have several debates on different topics.)
Step 1: Read the topics and the background information that follows each topic.
Choose one topic to debate. Decide which team will be pro and which will be con.
1. Teenagers should be punished as adults.
In the United States, children and teenagers under age 18 who commit crimes are punished differently from adult criminals. They go to special jails, have shorter jail sentences, and cannot get the death penalty. In some states, courts are punishing children and teenagers like adults.
2. Teachers should be able to use spanking to discipline their students.
In some countries, teacher can hit or spank their students when the students misbehave. In other countries, it i against the law for teachers to hit their students.
3. Governments should use corporal punishment to punish criminals.
In some countries, the government uses corporal punishment (hitting or beating) to punish criminals. In other countries, the government can't use corporal punishment.
4. Parents should be punished when their children do something wrong.
In the United States, some people want to pass a new law that says if a child under 18 does something wrong (such as stealing from a store or missing school), the parents will be punished because they did not control their child.
Step 2: Work with your team to prepare for the debate:
· Plan your arguments (points to support your position). Write an outline.
Example

Your team's position: Parents SHOULD NOT be allowed to spank their children.
Argument 1: Spanking isn't effective.
Explanation: - It only stops behavior in the short term.
- It doesn't teach kids to solve their problems.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Think about the arguments the other team may make. Plan your counter­ arguments (points you can use against the other team's arguments). Write an outline.
Example

Other team's position: Parents SHOULD be allowed to spank their children.
Possible argument: Spanking has been used for thousands of years as a type of discipline.
Counterargument: Today we understand more about psychology and how spanking affects children.

Step 3: Debate the topic. The two teams take turns presenting their arguments and counterarguments. Team members should take turns presenting the information.
