5/ Moviemakers are hoping that watching a city getting destroyed will be popular
at movie theaters.
That seems to be the case for Godzilla vs. Kong, a movie about a battle between
the two huge monsters. It is one of the few blockbusters to be released while
COVID-19-related restrictions are still in effect.
Godzilla vs. Kong opened last week with $9.6 million in ticket sales. That is a one-
day record during the pandemic. Before its U.S. opening, the film made $123.1

million internationally in late March.



Joshua Grode is the head of Legendary Entertainment, which produced Godzilla
vs. Kong. He thinks the early success of the movie shows that people still want to
go to the theater to see movies.

“This tells everybody: the moviegoing business is here, and, yes, it may be
different post-pandemic,” he said. “But there is a viable industry there.”

For the first time since last winter, a big Hollywood movie release is showing in
more than 3,000 theaters. However, that is still about 1,200 fewer than normal for a
movie like Godzilla vs. Kong.

There are still problems to face as movies return to more theaters. People remain
concerned about sitting in a closed room with many other moviegoers. It also is
very easy to watch a movie from home. Many films in the past year have been
released through streaming services like HBO Max, Netflix or Disney+. For
example, in addition to being shown in theaters, Godzilla vs. Kong is available for
streaming in North America on HBO Max.

Ticket sales are slowly starting to rise but remain below normal. The top earning
release of 2021 was Tom & Jerry, with $13.7 million in sales in February. Wonder
Woman 1984 had the biggest launch during the pandemic, with $16.7 million in
December. Both of these movies were also released on streaming services.

Rich Gelfond is the head of IMAX, a specialized theater company. He said the
success of Godzilla vs. Kong might persuade film companies to release more new
movies.

Movie companies are concerned about releasing costly films while restrictions on
public gatherings remain in place. While movie going in much of Asia has
recovered, increases in COVID-19 cases in Europe and other countries have made
a worldwide release impossible. Godzilla vs. Kong cost about $160 million to
make.

People in the movie industry hope the performance of Godzilla vs. Kong is a sign
that things are improving.

“In years from now, when people write about coming back to the movies,” Grode
said, “I’m very proud that Godzilla vs. Kong will be in that history.”

Russian hackers leak health data of Biles, Williams sisters

Hackers have published confidential medical data belonging to a handful of
high-profile American athletes including Serena Williams and Simone Biles.
WADA identified the hackers as a Russian group known as Fancy Bear, which
published what are called therapeutic use exemptions, waivers that allow athletes
to take banned substances on medical grounds.

The data for the Americans, which also included Venus Williams and
basketball player Elena Delle Donne, was posted online Tuesday, with threats that
more files would follow. Fancy Bear claimed on its website that the leaked
documents prove the athletes had broken anti-doping rules.

The International Olympic Committee and the U.S. Anti-Doping Agency

said the documents proved the opposite.



“In fact, in each of the situations, the athlete has done everything right in adhering
to the global rules for obtaining permission to use a needed medication,” USADA
Chief Executive Officer Travis Tygart said in a statement. “The cyber-bullying of
innocent athletes being engaged in by these hackers is cowardly and despicable.”

The 10C also condemned the attack, and confirmed that the athletes
mentioned didn’t break anti-doping rules during the 2016 Olympics.

Biles, who won four gold medals in Rio, wrote on Twitter that she has taken
medicine for Attention Deficit-Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) for years. “I
believe in clean sport, have always followed the rules, and will continue to do so as
fair play is critical to sport and is very important to me.”

In her next post, she continued, “Having ADHD and taking medicine for it is
nothing to be ashamed of, nothing that ’'m afraid to let people know.”

Delle Donne also responded on social media. “I’d like to thank the hackers
for making the world aware that I legally take a prescription for a condition I’ve
been diagnosed with, which WADA granted me an exemption for,” she wrote in
posts on Facebook and Instagram.

Representatives for the Williams sisters didn’t respond to requests for
comment. The group of hackers targeted WADA earlier this year, releasing
information about Russian athlete Yuliya Stepanova. Stepanova had earlier given
evidence that supported allegations of a program of widespread doping in Russian
sport.

Russia’s track and field team was banned from the 2016 Rio de Janeiro
Olympics. The country’s President Vladimir Putin denied that the state had any
role in the doping scandal, saying that claims to the contrary were politically
motivated.

"WADA condemns these ongoing cyber-attacks that are being carried out in

an attempt to undermine WADA and the global anti-doping system," director

general, Olivier Niggli, said in a statement. "WADA has been informed by law
enforcement authorities that these attacks are originating out of Russia."

Russia remains suspended from track and field until its anti-doping
procedures are fit for purpose. The 10C had taken a less severe view than track and
field, allowing athletes from Russia to perform at Rio 2016 providing they could
be cleared by the relevant sports governing body. IOC President Thomas Bach had
said a blanket ban would’ve been disproportionate.

"The cynical ‘collateral damage approach’ is not what the Olympic movement

stands for," Bach said before the games.

The World Bank's board has postponed a decision on the new loan so that it
can read the findings of an internal report on bid rigging during the first phase of
the road project. World Bank spokesman, Peter Stephens says the report was
published on the same day that phase two of the project went to the board for
approval.

"It's actually a delay while we look in depth at a report on corruption and
measures to deal with corruption on the project? The board has quite properly
asked quite a few questions about what sort of procedures in place," said Stephens.

In the first phase of the project, the World Bank says it rejected two large
contracts worth $33 million between 2003 and 2006, because of evidence of
collusion and excessive pricing in some bidding by companies. The bank's internal
investigation unit has since drawn up a report. The Wall Street Journal reported
bank investigators had concluded that a Chinese firm, China State Construction
Engineering, had tried to rig bids with a cartel of construction firms.

Singapore’s economy expanded at a record rate in 2010, driven by a surge in
manufacturing activity. The economy grew by 14.7% last year, rebounding

strongly from a 1.3% contraction the previous year.

Singapore's growth surpasses the previous record of 13.8% set in 1970,
although Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong said the pace would slow in 2011.

"At 14.7%, Singapore is the fastest growing Asian economy in 2010," said
Alvin Liew, an economist with Standard Chartered Bank.

According to figures from the International Monetary Fund, only Qatar had
faster growth, at 16%. Singapore's GDP, valued at 247.33bn Singapore dollars
($191bn; £123.7bn) in 2009, is very dependent on external trade and exposed to
changes in the global economy.

Its GDP shrank 1.3% in 2009 because of the global downturn when demand
from the United States and other developed economies collapsed. The services
sector, which accounts for 65% of Singapore's GDP, grew 8.8% in the fourth
quarter of 2010.

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CHAPTER 4: CULTURE AND SOCIETY

There is an old saying in Finland: “If one is happy, one must be silent.” This
helps explain why when the rest of Europe heads for the sea, the Finns holiday in
contemplative solitude, preferably by a lake. A quarter of the population own a
country cottage used in both summer and winter. There is an almost mystical
bonding between the Finns and what they call “the nature”, a relationship which
blends spiritual values with more earthy pleasures.

Finland was an entirely agrarian economy until the 1950s. Many summer
retreats are farm-houses that have been handed down by the families whose bread-
winners now live in the city.

Ideally, the cottage will be on the water’s edge, surrounded by quiet forest. It
will have an open fireplace, a poetic verandah, a pier, a boat, an inevitable sauna
and a vegetable patch. Most are rough hewn but cozy, with unpolished wood.
Water might be well-drawn; there is electricity, but candlelight is preferred. The
fewer concessions to modernity, the better.

2. The anti-nuclear movement, with its slogans of "Keep Uranium in the Ground"
and "Go Solar not nuclear”, strongly developed the theme that the problems
associated with the development of the nuclear power outweighed any possible
benefits. Anti-nuclear scientists such as Dr. RB Temple, former head of the
Chemistry Section of the Australian Atomic Energy Commission, and George
Wald, a Nobel Prize-winning professor of biology at Harvard University, claimed
that nuclear advocates were underplaying the risks. They dissented from the view
of Dr. Edward Teller, a prominent nuclear scientist and "father of the H-bomb",
who said: "Nuclear is a Faustian Bargain”. "With nuclear power", Dr. Temple

warned, "man now has the capability of making the world uninhabitable." They
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strongly questioned assurances given about all phases of the nuclear cycle.They
raised as to whether the nuclear industry was realistically assessing the risk of
reactor accidents, citing the Brown's Ferry nuclear plant incident in the United
States in 1975.

3. All human societies encroach upon nature when they alter their environment.
However, some encroach much more than others. Some act as if they own nature
and can do with it what they will instead of being its trustees for future generations
of life on this planet.

With the expansions of European colonization from 16th century and the rise of the
industrial system, ancient environmental wisdom with regard to nature was
increasingly discounted. From the time of the Neolithic and Bronze Age
revolutions, when decisive pioneering development of farming, stock breeding and
metal work had occurred, people began to have an increasingly greater impact on
the environment.

In the drive to exploit resources, there was scant regard for the
environmental consequences. Factory fumes and waste polluted the air, water and
soil as stem engines churned and new industries boomed.

However, we can create
environmentally-clean industries, harness the power of the sun, wind and waves for
our energy needs and manage the finite resources of the Earth.

Bangladeshis are creating

floating vegetable gardens that can thrive in spite of floods.
